Bodies: 71 Camaro, 71 Mustang, 69 Pontiac, 69 Dodge, 68 Mustang, 69 Javelin, 

             JK Low rider. 1/8” front bumpers (Do Not Trim Fronts Too Low).

             Must have driver insert. A small rear spoiler may be added to 71 Mustang.

Motors: Sealed Parma Deathstar. Any wires, pinion gear, brushes, springs may be

            used. No modifications to armature, brush hoods or end bell, No shunted brushes. 

Race Format: 6 Race point series, one drop of lowest score.
