              No ball bearings. No magnets for weight.

              Some reinforcing may be added (brass tubes soldered in) to 

              help strengthen chassis.

              Front axles: 1/8” or 3/32” axles w/ foam front tires (like 4.5” chassis fronts)

              Rear axles: 1/8” axles w/ minimum .790” Dia. tires. 

              Tire width must pass tech gauge (3 ¼”)

              Roll cage and bumper bars optional

Bodies: Sprints plus type bodies. No wings

Motors: Sealed Parma Deathstar. May change brushes and springs

              Pinion may be changed to a steel one. No modifications to armature,

              brush hoods or endbells.

Race Format: 1 ½ minute heats, 1 ½ minute intermission.

                      Racing the middle 6 lanes

                      Track calls will be determined at the beginning of the

                      race, depending on marshals and race director. Same with

                      rider calls.

General Rules: No changing chassis or body during the race

                         Drivers should stay at the driver panel during track calls

                         Marshals can only make minor adj. to cars. (fix braid, pullout body)  

                         No yelling at marshals or drivers. No swearing.

                         When not driving, car should be on tech counter and you should be 

                          marshaling.

                         The Raceway owner has final say on any rule discrepancies.
